As a student, you can examine all aspects of these civilizations: ancient Greek and Latin languages,
history, religion, warfare, myth, science, philosophy, literature, art, and archaeology.
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We take a multidisciplinary approach,
involving the study of Greek and
Latin languages, as well as history,
literature, archaeology, religion,
mythology, philosophy, drama, and
science.

Students have the opportunity

to get hands-on experience by
participating in our department’s
archaeological excavations abroad.

During the summer, Bader College
offers a Field School in British
Archaeology. This intensive five-
week program combines two
courses on Roman Medieval
Britain with the practical learning
experience of excavation.
